Dear Sir;

My name is Craig Pemberton.  I am a citizen, and resident of Montgomery County, Texas.  I am writing to you to elicit your help with a very troubling issue affecting all Texas citizens, which you should and could immediately correct.

I ask that you make and issue a Notice from the Attorney General to all city, county, and the Texas state registrars, to advise them of the following:

The Internal Revenue Service is a Private Corporation, chartered as a Pure Trust, resident in Puerto Rico.  It operates as a Collection Agency, acting supposedly under authority of a memo order from the US Secretary of the Treasury.  There is no statutory law in the USC codes or CFR regulations which give the Internal Revenue Service any authority whatsoever.  There is no statute which ever authorized the Secretary of the Treasury to “ Privatize “ the administration of Taxes to a private company.  The US Government has been trying desperately for several years to pass a bill authorizing privatization of many government functions.  The IRS is allowed to use the words “ Department of the Treasury” on its letterhead and publications, operate as a “ Bureau “, all by memos, which were supposedly issued, delegating said authority.  There is no record of any such authorizations in the Federal Register.  The US Government refuses to answer any FOIA requests to show any such delegations or orders.  The Internal Revenue Service was not created by congress, and has NO statutory authority to Seize property, encumber property with Liens, issue fines, issue penalties, or any other acts. ( like any other collection agency company ).  This has always been the law, but years of propaganda by the IRS giving mis-information and outright lies to the public have confused everyone.  An important Case was completed January 25, 2005, in which the IRS was found to be lacking in any such authority.  See:  Schultz v.  IRS, Case No: 04-0196-cv, U.S. Court of Appeals for the Second Circuit, which has been refused appeal to the Supreme Court.  The IRS was found to lack any authority to compel a citizen ( Taxpayer ) to turn over personal and private property to the IRS absent a Federal U.S. District Court order.  IRS summons have no force unless backed by a Court Order from a U.S. District Court.
The Texas Statute laws are crystal clear, that a Lien can be established by contract, or by proper filing of notices by a city, county, municipal district, or the State, where statutory claim on real property is included in the Law provisions.  The U.S. Federal Government has no such claim authority on real property in Texas, or within any of the Other states physical boundaries.  The IRS has no authority to make a Lien on real property.  Have you ever 
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read IRC ( Internal Revenue Code ) section 6331?  This is the section on liens and Levy. Section (a) states quite clearly:  Levy may be made upon the accrued salary or wages of any officer, employee, or elected official of the United States, the District of Columbia, or any agency or instrumentality of the United States, or the District of Columbia, by serving a notice of levy on the employee’s supervisor.   This is very clear. Liens 
( placing of an encumbrance ), Levy, Notice of Seizure, etc. are only valid for issue against U.S. Government employees, and employees of Government owned Private Federal Corporations ( Treasury Regulation 301.6331-1 ).  The forms are not authorized for any other use.  The IRC ( Internal Revenue Code ) is only valid in the District of Columbia, Guam, Puerto Rico, and the American Offshore Territories. The parts about Liens and Levys only applies to 27 CFR laws for alcohol, firearms, and tobacco enforcement, and has no application to 26 CFR Income Tax issues.  Any person not a US Government employee can throw the notice forms in the trash upon receipt, without consequence.
Even though the Internal Revenue Service has been noticed by the Court of Appeals, they continue to send Lien Notices, letters ordering banks to place a Hold on accounts, notices of seizure, Notices of Levy, to banks, employers, county and State registrars, to encumber and seize citizens property.  Any such notices are pure rubbish.  None of these actions can occur without any such notice being accompanied by a U.S. District Court order. See: 28 USCS section 3001, Federal Debt Collection Procedures Act.  Only US Marshals are authorized to serve US District court order Judgments, not anyone with the IRS.  Registrars are scared, and do not know what to do.  It is time for you to step up and send out AN OPINION to all registrars in Texas, advising them that no such notices from the IRS should be honored, as they have no foundation in Law.  The adoption of the Uniform Liens and Levy’s program only applies to Court Orders being honored, not some unauthorized form from some IRS clerk.  Remember, the IRS is not actually the US Government, but a Private Corporation, acting as a collection agency. 
Please act immediately, to stop this illegal behavior which injures so many Texas citizens. If you would like more data, or references to court cases, please advise.
